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is a talent you don’t find very often, with both her business and religious 

experience. She’s already put together one of the most powerful board of 

directors ever – and fast, too.” 

Opening a new Samaritan center normally requires 18 to 24 months 

of preparation. This includes forming a board, incorporating as a 501(c)3 

organization, achieving national accreditation, fundraising, securing office 

space, and getting the word out. The board of directors is currently work-

ing through the accreditation process as well as making efforts to establish 

funding. The basic operations of the organization will be funded through 

client or insurance paid fees, grants, and private contributions. 

Plans are in place for an opening of the Samaritan Counseling Center 

in October 2008. During May, the official fundraising campaign begins 

with a private reception for potential major benefactors and a general 

community fundraising campaign initiated through local area churches.
